An exciting opportunity has arisen for an Advanced Nurse Practitioner or Trainee ANP role at 
Townhead Practice, Links Health Centre, Montrose. 

The post holder will be an experienced nurse who, acting within their professional boundaries, 
will provide care for patients from initial history taking, clinical assessment and diagnosis 
through to treatment and evaluation of care. They will demonstrate safe clinical decision-
making for patients presenting to general practice. 

The post holder will undertake a mix of telephone and face to face consultations as well as 
home visits where clinically indicated. This may include providing routine and urgent visits to 
local nursing homes. 

The post holder will work with the wider practice team to deliver high quality care. This will 
involve engagement with the local Multidisciplinary Team and support from our GP Partners as 
necessary. You will work with the management team to develop services and implement tests of 
change aimed at realising the practice development plan and the RCGP 2022 vision for General 
Practice.
